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 . . . and a Happy New Year!  

Therefore, if anyone is in Christ, he is a new  creation.  

2 Corinthians 5:17  

ñNewò is an old  (!) biblical word that defines the changed life inside a person who has come to Jesus 

Christ and invited Jesus to live on the inside in their heart.  

You can look up in any Bible concordance and see the many different ways the word ñnewò is used 

to describe something the Lord does and will do in the life of anyone who by faith (alone) in Jesus 

becomes a ñchild of Godò (John 1:12). 

The Lord Jesus raised dead people ï literally -  to new  life (Luke 7:11;8:54) -  just as He claimed 
about His ministry (Luke 7:22).  Not to mention the countless spiritually lost and dead people who 
found new life in Him.  Peter experienced the new birth and wrote extensively about it (1 Peter 1:3 -

9, 22 -25).  Paul too described precisely what happened when Christ comes and lives in us (Galatians 
2:20) and this hope and joy of new life in Christ shaped his evangelistic mission for the rest of his 

ministry ðeven until his final days when we find him in Rome welcoming ñall who came to him, pro-
claiming the kingdom of God and teaching about the Lord Jesus Christ with all boldness and without 

hindranceò (see the last verse of the written biblical narrative of Paulôs ministry in Acts 20:30-31).  

The Bible has much to say about this new -ness that comes from a genuine living personal relation-
ship with the Lord.  God promised to ñmake a new covenantò with His people.  He would write it on 

their hearts (Jeremiah 31:31 -34).  The Lord promised to give His children ña new  heart, and a new 
spiritò; that He would remove their ñheart of stoneò and them a ñheart of fleshò (Ezekiel 36:26-27) 

and with this newness from the Lord they would then want to study and walk in the way of Godôs 

word and will in all matters of life and faith.  

This New  Covenant promise was perfectly fulfilled in the coming of the Messiah, Jesus Christ, the 

Son of God, who proclaimed just before His arrest, trial, and crucifixion, This cup that is poured 

out for you is the new covenant in my bloodò (Luke 22:20).  

Now even as a ñchurchò- Greek, ek -klesia ï that is, an assembly of the ñcalled outò - ñseparated 
onesò - you are beginning to know and experience this new birth.  Jesus said you simply cannot put 
new wine in old wineskins (Luke 5).  And we see His Spirit transforming this congregation by chang-

ing the old wine skin into a new and fresh vessel for his holy presence in us and among us as truly 

our Lord God Emmanuel, which means: God -with -us! (Matthew 1:23)  

Already, in this New Year the Lord is showing many signs of a new season of refreshing for you.  

And so I pray for you all ða very blessed andé.

I will be doing a video presentation of my trip some-
time in January, but for now I thought you might like 
an update on my latest trip. I was in Port au prince, 
Haiti from November 9-17. This was not the original 
plan but the recent tropical storm made the roads up 
north impassable so we stayed in Port au Prince and 
did four medical clinics there. This was unusual since 
the teams have not stayed in Port au Prince lately due 
the unstable political situation. Things are more se-
cure these days (the UN is a visible presence) and so 
it was decided to do some local clinics. We did two in 
the city's most desperately poor area-Cite Soleil. 
There are over 100,000 men, women and children 
living in the most desperate poverty in this area right 
along the water. They live in makeshift homes very 
close to one another. We felt privileged to be able to 
go and bring God's love through our presence as well 
as providing very basic medicines. The attention of 
the doctors and nurses who listened to their needs 
and the support team as well, hopefully gave a ray of 
hope in a very hopeless situation. 

It was such a blessing to see our sponsor child, Alen-
sky, and to give him some gifts. He is a sweet child 
and was willing to share his things with the others. 
Though they have little, they have big hearts. We had 
the awesome opportunity to take the 25 orphans from 
Redeemer's Child to the beach one day and it's hard 
to say who had more fun. These kids rarely get out to 
play so this was a special treat. 

 I plan to return in March to go north to St. Michel so 
any contributions will be helpful for my trip. Also, I will 
be collecting infant Tylenol and also children's Tylenol 
(meltaways, not liquid) since these are the most des-
perately needed items. 

I am so thankful for the loving response of this church 
to the needs of the people of Haiti, most especially 
the children.
