| hope you were all able to enjoy this past Memorial Day weekend. What a beautiful day the Lord gave us, filled with warmth and lots of sun
shine. We were able to get my old canoe in the water and have some fun with the grandchildren, falling in and getting wet, signs of good
things yet to come.

For many of us the beginning of summer marks a welcome turn in the seasons as they come and go. | remember June as that magical month
at the end of the school year and the beginning of “freedom.” Even before school ended | could go down to Rocky Brook, catch a trout or two,
come back to the house, and along with the trout, fry an egg before getting ready to catch the school bus.

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FROM OUR MISSIONARYS: DIACONATE DIALOGUE

Dear friends and family,

Your participation in our ministry has been very evident
since our email just prior to Craig's trip to Nicaragua. With
the support of your prayers, Craig's trip April 23 - 26 for a
meeting of the Evangelism in Depth (E/D) teams from
Costa Rica, Nicaragua and Spain was very valuable and
successful. These team meetings take place every three
years, and the next one is scheduled to take place in
Seville, Spain in 2011. Each individual organization's con-
tributions are useful in giving guidance for the future of
each of the other partner organizations

Everyone appreciated the power point presentation which
Craig prepared for use during this meeting. Together with
the written report by the Costa Rica Evangelism in Depth
director, it explained clearly how God is working in and
through our ministry here. At the same time, it was very
valuable to see how God's hand is moving through the
evangelistic activities which Spain's Evangelism in Depth
team is guiding and through the discipleship activities on
which Nicaragua's Evangelism in Depth team are focusing.

In Costa Rica, we have a broad ministry with work in youth
ministry, the Project Abraham ministry, the Latina 2009
conference and the outreach to surfers. We have plenty to
do to maintain and build these ministries.

While Craig was in Nicaragua, the Rahab Foundation con-
tinued to work on the paperwork necessary to receive the
funds from the Costa Rican government to pay off their
mortgage and to continue their building construc-
tion. Slowly, this is happening. Last week they found out
that the law to provide the money to pay off their mortgage
had been changed as necessary. Tomorrow they will turn
in the next set of documents for that process. In the mean-
time, in response to a special appeal, they received
a $10,000 donation to work on the construction pro-
ject (with the condition that when the Costa Rican govern-
ment funding is received, if possible, the $10,000 will be
used in some of the following areas--scholarship money for
individuals entering the program, funding for a small business
development program, funding for lease of a retail business in
which to sell some of the products made by Rahab
women, and funding for website development for selling goods
and/or coffee).

My Church Family,

Am | my brother’s keeper? Are we to love one another?
How are we to love one another? Those questions are
posed to us many times throughout the Bible. The most
basic was asked by Cain to the Lord in Genesis 4:9.
Psalm 121:5 says “The Lord is your keeper”. Do we have
an obligation to watch out for and care for one another?
We, in our vision plan of Core Virtues, have answered that
question by “aspiring to be a people of humility regarding
the needs of others above self.” We have been com-
manded by Jesus in John 13:34 to “love one another, as |
have loved you, that you also love one another” and again
in Romans 13:8 Paul taught to “Owe no one anything ex-
cept to love one another, for he who loves another has
fulfilled the law.” In Romans 15:7 Paul says, “Therefore
receive one another just as Christ also received us to the
glory of God. Finally in 1Peter 4.8 we are instilled to “And
above all things have fervent love for one another, for love
will cover a multitude of sins.” In our vision statement it
says, “We live to love and serve each other,” and state
that we will practice “serving others, ministering to the
needs of others...”

But how do we put these things into practice? We know
what Scripture says. We in the past year met, developed
and agreed to a vision plan. What next? If you look at our
church membership, you would see fifty percent regularly
attend worship and activities. The remaining fifty percent
consists of twenty-five percent who are unable to attend
because of age or physical disability and twenty-five per-
cent who rarely attend worship. One dramatic and simple
way to show our love is through personal contact. We do
this at our worship with greeters, ushers and during wor-
ship when the Pastor asks us to greet each other. But
what of those who do not or are unable to attend. Well,
the solution is very, very simple. To answer the question
raised in the beginning, the Diaconate has started a visita-
tion program. Many of us already visit our church family.
Unfortunately many of our most needed do not get visited.
If every active member answered the call to meet one
member during the month, we would be living the answer
of are we my brother’s keeper. In a couple of Sundays, as
announced in the worship bulletin, a visitation training ses-
sion will be held following worship. This thirty minute ses-
sion will answer your questions; provide you with ideas
and a person or family (couple) to visit. This visit usually
takes only one hour per month. Many of our teams are
visiting more than one but we are asking for only one. We
ask you to pray for this request.

Finally ask yourself two questions. Are you following your
vision plan? Am | my brother’s keeper?
